It was at 
Saratoga Frostfare during that 2001 season that I really got to 
know Kelly, as I had chased him from twenty feet behind the 
entire 5-miles.  We talked at the finish line, and he introduced 
me to some of his family members.

During the 2002 Greylock Glen race Kelly and I raced back and 
forth until coming out at the old structures prior to the never 
freezing pond, when we 
spied Scott Livingston 
slightly ahead.  The three 
of us gave all we had to 
the finish, with Kelly 
coming out in front for a 
fantastic 7th place.  It was 
a real gas sprinting in, 
laughter and whoops all 
the way.  It was a 
fantastic way to end that 
race, something that 
really initiated a good 
friendship between Kelly 
and I especially.  
 
Kelly has been a 
wonderful promoter of 
our snowshoe series, 
often bringing family and 
friends to events, sharing 
with them the enjoyment 
he always gained from  
days in the woods.  Moody Spring and Tom McCrumm’s South 
Face Farm Pancake House has always been especially special to 
Kelly. 
 
Kelly has promised that when he returns to the northeast to visit 
family, he will try to make a snowshoe event or two each 
season.

10th all time in WMAC Series Points, totaling 2071 in 26 races. 
 
2003 Overall Age Group Champion for 25 – 29 age division. 
 
Ten times placed in the top ten overall at a WMAC Race. 
 
Individual best races include: 
 

• 93% at Frostfare ’01 (1st and only Saratoga Battlefield), 
6th overall. 

 
• 93% was also gained at Saratoga Spa Winterfest in ‘03. 

 
• ‘02 Greylock Glen Race, Kelly grabbed a 91% and 7th 

overall by out-sprinting Scott Livingston and Young 
Farmer Ed to the photo finish. 

 
• Greylock Glen ‘03 had Kelly hitting a 10th overall with 

an 89% score. 
 

• Moody Spring 2004 had Kelly charging to a 6th place 
finish.

WMAC SCORING 2006 
 
The 2006 WMAC Snowshoe Series will utilize the same system 
of scoring as last season.  The scoring will be decided by points 
as follows: 
 
Points will be awarded to all finishers, based on number of 
participants in each individual race, with 1st place always 
receiving 100 points, regardless of number of finishers.  Each 
subsequent position will be awarded points on a sliding scale 
from 100. 
 
Example; if 40 people complete Woodford, the overall winner 
will receive 100 points.  The person in second will receive 97.5 
points, third will get 95 points, on and on until the last finisher 
gets awarded the factor point.  This will weight the scoring by 
number of participants. 
 
If at the next event, Merrimack, there are 20 finishers, first place 
again gets 100 points, second 95, third 90 etc. 
 
If there isn't snow at an event, a foot race may be held instead.   
The points awarded for a "non-snowshoe" race will be halved.  
So, if there is no snow at Race X, and 50 people participate, first 
place gets 50 points, second receives 49 points, etc.   This way, 
the event (and the directors efforts) can be salvaged towards 
being part of the series, with lesser weight than a traditional 
snowshoe race. 
 
The overall male / female WMAC Snowshoe Champions will be 
decided by total number of points for their best six out of ???? 
possible scores at the WMAC events. 
 
Also, the top point producers in five year age categories, both 
men and women, will be declared age group champions.  You 
must complete at least four of the events to be eligible for an age 
group title, with your best six scores counting.
